Note: Only matters that are the subject of discussion and consideration at an Assembly will be listed. Incidental updates and information on matters will not be recorded.

This requirement for reporting provides increased transparency and the opportunity for Councillors to check the record, particularly the declarations of conflict of interest.

Macedon Ranges Environment Strategy

Synopsis:
On 24 July 2013 Council resolved to review the Natural Environment Strategy 2009 - 2012, by a committee of three Councillors working with officers.  Three workshops were held by the review committee on 17 September, 22 October and 19 November 2014, and the findings and recommendations from the review were presented to Council on 10 December 2015.  
Some preparatory work was undertaken in early 2015 to plan the development of a new environment strategy, including the preparation of a project Communications and Consultation Plan which detailed two community consultation phases.  The first consultation phase was held from 28 July to 15 September 2015, to gather information about community values and concerns for the environment, as a means of informing the content of the draft Environment Strategy.      

A draft strategy was finalised in early 2016, and placed on public exhibition from 23 February to 24 March 2016. The Strategy has now been amended where appropriate in response to feedback received from the public exhibition, within the context of directions provided by Council.      

The Macedon Ranges Environment Strategy is a high level policy document that will inform future Council Plans and achieve improved environmental outcomes across all areas of Council’s work. It is presented for adoption by Council, in accordance with the commitment in the 2015 - 2016 Council Plan:  Present a new Environment Strategy to Council by 30 June 2016.

2016/17 Events and Festivals Grant Program - Recommended support allocations

Synopsis:

The 2016/17 Events and Festivals Grant Program was adopted at the Ordinary Council Meeting on Wednesday 23 March 2016. 


Council supported the reallocation of $55,000 from the Community Funding Scheme and an additional $20,000 allocation to the 2016/17 Events and Festivals Grant Program.  A pool of in-kind support was also introduced.

The program received 40 applications in its first year. All applications were reviewed, scored and assessed against the scoring matrix by a cross-organisational panel.  30 applications were successful, awarding a total of $96,638 in cash, plus $9,760 of in-kind support. The cash awarded in excess of the $75,000 budget represents contributions reallocated from the Small Community Grants Scheme.

This report outlines the process undertaken and applications recommended for support.

Community Satisfaction Survey results for 2016


Synopsis:

The Local Government Community Satisfaction Survey measures residents’ perceptions about the performance of their Local Government Authority. The survey has been undertaken since 1998 with Local Government Victoria coordinating it on behalf of all participating councils.

In 2011 Local Government Victoria reviewed the survey in consultation with the sector. As a consequence of the changes that came from the review, the 2012 survey was undertaken with a significantly different methodology and the results provide a new benchmark that cannot be compared to previous results. This year’s survey represents the fifth year of this new methodology and provides Council with the opportunity to make a comparative assessment against our 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015 results.

Early Years and Positive Ageing Plans

Synopsis:
In September 2015, Council engaged Public Place Melbourne to engage with the community and key stakeholders to inform the development of two strategic documents that would provide a future vision for those growing up and growing older in the Macedon Ranges. Development of the plans are key actions from year three of the 2015/16 Council Plan.

A range of activities were undertaken to achieve a broad and inclusive approach to engaging the community in relation to early years and positive ageing planning. In total, almost 500 individuals participated in the consultation.

The draft plans, a Positive Ageing Plan (PAP) and Early Years Plan (EYP), identify key priorities and look at how best to support children, families and older residents in the shire whilst articulating Council’s role in service and infrastructure provision, planning, advocacy and community development.

A background research report was prepared based on a review of background research, data and policy, stakeholder and community consultation. The research report was presented to Councillors and Council’s Health and Wellbeing Committee on 16 March 2016. Information collected through this process was used to inform the development of goals, objectives, strategies and actions, which form the body of the two plans. 

This report seeks Council endorsement to adopt the draft plans to allow for broad implementation across the organisation. 

This report is also seeking Council endorsement to sign the Age Friendly Victoria Declaration with the Municipal Association of Victoria (MAV) and the Victorian Government. This opportunity reinforces Council’s existing commitment to an age friendly community.

Gisborne Movement Network Study
Synopsis:
This report provides Council with recommendations related to the 2016 Gisborne Movement Network Study (GMNS).

In 2009 Macedon Ranges Shire Council developed a Movement Network Study for Gisborne. This study was instrumental in developing a number of road and footpath initiatives. Since 2009 Gisborne has experienced significant growth and the study needed an update.

The 2016 study analysed the existing and future impact of various modes of traffic on the road and footpath network in the Gisborne District. It suggests the interim and future requirements for infrastructure development to cater for Gisborne’s growth. The study assesses the existing provisions for vehicular, pedestrian and cyclist traffic and highlights future requirements (as stated in the 2009 Outline Development Plan) that are needed to allow for effective multi-modal distribution to and from new developments in the district.

The Director Assets and Operations presented the report and made reference to a minor correction to the Gisborne Movement Network Study as presented as follows. The first item in the table in the Executive Summary on page vi and also in section 6.2 on page 66 should read ‘ Brantome Street and the intersections with Hamilton Street and Robertson Street’

It has been more than one year since Council Executive were first approached with the CAPIM report into contamination in Jacksons Creek, Gisborne which appears to be emanating from the Goode Street Garbage Depot on Jacksons Creek (corner Robertson Street and extending to inside the Botanic Gardens) or urban stormwater. The report recommends that remediation of Jacksons Creek at Gisborne is a priority. Why has Council not (at a minimum) erected signage in the area to warn people of the dangers of letting children or pets swim or drink from the documented contaminated area?
Response
The Chief Executive Officer advised that the CAPIM report is not Council’s. The creek is Melbourne Water’s. We have responsibility for some actions, i.e. drainage water quality. The centre for aquatic pollution identification and management (CAPIM) reported on the health of Jacksons Creek in February 2015. Samples were taken at 13 sites along the length of the creek. Varying results along the river resulted in four areas identified – Gisborne township, Gisborne treatment plan, Riddells Creek and Sunbury. The report points mainly to urban growth, however upstream at Gisborne also has some impacts suggesting rural factors. The list of recommended actions do not specify a garbage depot. Council officers would be happy to meet Ms Radnedge to discuss the CAPIM report.
